BUILDING OPERATOR 1 (P3)


Immediate Supervisor:         
MANAGER, MAINTENANCE AND OPERATIONS

Core Function:
Under the direction of the Manager, Maintenance and Operations the Building Operator 1 (P3) performs a broad range of cleaning functions to ensure school division properties have a safe, clean, learning and working environment that is kept in a comfortable and presentable condition. The Building Operator 1 (P3) acts as a lead hand in organizing the daily and seasonal work and of caretaking staff assigned to the building.
Duties and Responsibilities:

1. Prepares a work schedule to be approved by the Manager, which ensures all required work is carried out.  Posts all work schedules and rotational log sheets in caretaking room.
2. Performs cleaning duties with the use of hand and power tools and equipment following standard daily and rotational cleaning schedules and verbal instruction.  May assign similar shared duties to others on shift.
3. Uses brooms, brushes, mops, vacuums, scrubbers and related equipment to clean floors in all areas of the building.
4. Regularly lifts, moves and carries equipment, furniture and supplies up to 22 kg alone, or if heavier, with assistance.

5. Operates power and hand equipment to maintain various flooring types as outlined in school division procedures and or that of the Service Provider.
6. Operates the computer system to utilize e-mail, maintenance requisitions, and supply orders. 

7. Assists the immediate supervisor with training new or inexperienced caretakers in all aspects related to caretaking duties and responsibilities.
8. Assists in performance appraisal inputs of caretaking staff assigned to the building.

9. Co-operates with and assists students, school staff, the community and other people visiting the building. Monitors contractors on renovation and repair of the schools. 
10. Communicates and cooperates with community partners.

11. Assists with government and contracted inspections related to fire systems, elevators, boiler, building inspections, etc.

12. Orders supplies, keeps records and maintains a caretaking supply budget.

13. Assists co-workers by identifying and coordinating all school rentals.

14. Responsible for the security of the building and campus.
15. Practices all safety and emergency procedures, including WHMIS labels and MSDS updates related to Caretaking products.

16. Communicates in a timely manner any building or site deficiencies to the Maintenance Branch and school administrator.
17. Participates in continuous and ongoing education, and training courses provided by the school division.

18. Performs such other duties as may be required to meet organizational needs and objectives as assigned.

Qualifications:

1. Grade XII or equivalent, plus a Fireman’s Certificate as assigned by the Saskatchewan Department of Labour or other certificate if required by management. 
2. Successful completion of Level 1 of the Building Operator Training Program.
3. The ability to utilize email, process maintenance requisitions, supply orders and the energy management system.  
4. Ability to operate various types of mechanical and electrical systems; including but not limited to, fire protection, fire sprinkler and irrigation systems as they apply.

5. The physical ability to carry out all duties as outlined under duties and responsibilities.

6. Ability to obtain Level 1 and Level 2 in Occupational Health & Safety training within 6 months of placement.
7. Ability to organize and lead co-workers.
8. Exceptional interpersonal, communication and customer service skills.

9. Strong problem solving, decision making, organizational and planning skills.
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
